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Minimum Mobility

Routines and habits should be easy and manageable. That's what Minimum
Mobility is. It's not complicated. It doesn't take much time.

With a minimum amount of time and a very simple strategy, you can strip away
unnecessary, redundant, and superfluous components that act as barriers for you
to show up for your movement practice.

What is the shortest amount of time you can spend on mobility?
Do THAT. Start THERE.

Mobility refers to the ability of a joint to move freely through its range of motion.
Spending intentional time mobilizing joints allows us to have greater range of
motion.

We want to maintain our range of motion as we age. Not being able to have full
function of a joint can inhibit our everyday movement and lifestyle.

The human body is a series of joints stacked on top of each other creating a kinetic
chain of mobile and stable joints in an alternating pattern. The stability joints are
the foot, knee, lumbar spine, cervical spine and elbow.

The mobility joints are the big toes, ankle, hip, thoracic spine, shoulder and wrist.
(This resource does not include big toe or wrist). When joints within the kinetic
chain lose their primary role, movement becomes compromised.

to... DO SOMETHING to move your body?

You can use these simple mobility movements (and Bonus
Flows!) as a warm up for your training, a cool down, a
movement snack throughout your day, or a recovery
session on your days off.

It's also important to incorporate core and trunk stability

as you mobilize joints which have also been included for
you to incorporate.
